Take exit 276 for I-564/US-460/Granby St toward Naval Base 
Approximately 200 m
From Virginia Beach/Norfolk: enter Norfolk Naval Station via gate 3, turn left at lights onto Gilbert St. Turn left after Farragut St, turn left onto Piersey St and proceed to end of Piersey St (NWDC building is adjacent to gate 3a). 
From Downtown Norfolk: enter Norfolk Naval Station via gate 2, turn right onto Gilbert St, turn right onto Farragut St, turn left onto Piersey St and proceed to end of Piersey St (NWDC building is adjacent to gate 3a). Map provided as a separate attachment. 


From Gate 3A
Turn left at lights onto Gilbert St. Turn left after Farragut St.  Turn left onto Piersey St and then proceed to the end of Piersey St (NWDC building is adjacent to gate 3a). International Traveler Tips

Electric Power in the USA
Electric power is standardized in all states across the USA. It is set at 110 Volts and 60 cycles. 220 Volt power is used in homes only for large appliances like stoves, water heaters and clothes dryers. It is not normally available for personal appliances.
[image: ]You may need an adaptor and power converter if you bring any electrical appliance to the USA, you may need an adaptor to fit the US electrical receptacles. You may also need a converter to change the voltage from 110 volts to 220 volts.

Most common appliances will function with either 50 or 60 cycle current. You should check your electrical equipment for compatibility with 60-cycle current before you bring it to the USA.

In most discount stores, you can purchase curling irons or hair dryers for $10 or less. It may be more convenient and even more economical to buy an inexpensive appliance that is fully compatible with US electrical power.

How to Make Telephone Calls in the USA
Emergencies requiring the police, the fire department or medical assistance can be reported from any telephone including cell phones. Dial: <911>. This is normally a free call from any pay telephone. That means no coins or credit cards are needed. In most parts of the USA, the emergency response center will immediately know your location without being told.

US telephone numbers are typically 10 digits long and consist of a 3-digit area code, and a 7-digit number. When dialing a number outside the local area code, you must first dial a 1.

Making International calls from the USA
To place an international call, dial: <011> + country code + city code +number.

Calls to Canada, Puerto Rico, and some Caribbean countries can be completed without the additional prefix or country code. They are the same as any other long distance call placed within the USA. Dial: <1> + area code + number.

Finding a telephone number in the USA
Directory assistance is useful in finding telephone numbers. This automated response system communicates in both English and Spanish and is accessible when using any type of telephone including cellular. You may be charged up to $1 for this service. Simply dial:

<411> to request local and long-distance numbers 

<1> <800> <555> <1212> to request a toll-free number 

Smoking: 
Smoking is banned in all elevators, public buildings, hospitals, busses, trains and airplanes in the US. Hotels are smoke free as well. Most Restaurants do not allow smoking. Restaurants that do allow smoking will have "smoking" and "non-smoking" tables.  

Drinking: 
Laws prohibit anyone under 21 years old from buying, owning or drinking any alcoholic beverage. Bars and nightclubs will not permit anyone younger to enter even if parents accompany them. Restaurants that serve alcohol will allow children to enter and eat but will not serve them any alcoholic beverage.

Driving:
Driving is on the right-hand side. This means that controls like wipers and headlights are on the opposite side of the steering column if you are used to left-hand driving. When driving in the US for the first time, expect to see your wipers go on whenever you want to change lanes. A right turn at a red light signal is legal after coming to a complete stop.

Dates:
Dates are written Month/Day/Year (as opposed to Day/Month/Year)

Measurements: 
All measurements are imperial ("US Customary" to be precise). Here are some common conversions:

Length: Miles (1.6 km), Feet (30 cm), Inches (2.54 cm).
Temperature: Fahrenheit ((9/5 * Celcius) + 32)
Fluid Volume: Gallon (3.78 litres and 0.8326 of a British Imperial gallon) 
Wet Pint (0.473 litres and 0.832 of a British Imperial pint). 

Also different is the concept of a wet and a dry pint, as opposed to the single imperial pint. A dry pint is 0.550 litres (still shy of the imperial pint's 0.568 litres). Also note that American's spell "litre" as "liter".

Weight: Pound (0.45 kg), Ounce (28.3 grams)
